The city of Lynchburg is located near the geographic center of Virginia. Located on the James River,
the city is bordered on the west by the Blue Ridge Mountains. The city is a major highway and
transportation hub that has contributed to its status as a broadly diversified manufacturing center.

Lynchburg is 115 miles west of Richmond, the state capital; 52 miles east of Roanoke; 180 miles
southwest of Washington, D. C.; and 200 miles west of the Port of Hampton Roads.

Lynchburg is the central city of the Lynchburg Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA).

COMMUNITY FACILITIES

Two major hospitals are located in Lynchburg. Virginia Baptist Hospital with 317 beds provides
obstetric, medical-pediatric, neonatal, cancer care, mental health and chemical dependency treatment,
home health, and physical rehabilitation for the area. Lynchburg General Hospital with 270 beds
offers emergency and trauma care, cardiology, neurology, critical care, orthopedics, and neurosurgery
services.

The city is served by 220 physicians and 70 dentists representing more than 30 medical and surgical
specialties.

The Lynchburg Health Department provides a variety of public services and clinics.

Nursing and extended care are available to area citizens through several nursing homes distributed
throughout the city. Westminster-Canterbury offers senior citizens a full-service retirement
community.

Lynchburg has many opportunities for religious expression with over 130 places of worship
representing 35 faiths, including Catholic, Jewish, Greek Orthodox, and most Protestant
denominations.

The Lynchburg Public Library is centrally located in a newly renovated facility at the Plaza Shopping
Center. Jones Memorial Library, a privately endowed historic and genealogical research collection, is
also located in the public library building. The downtown branch serves as a reading, research, and
resource center for the downtown workforce.

The city has a wide range of shopping opportunities ranging from River Ridge Mall, a major
five-anchor regional shopping center, to the downtown shopping district including the "Batteau
Landing" at the farmers' market, to the Main Street Galleria. Other shopping centers are
complemented by clusters of neighborhood shops and boutiques scattered throughout the city.

LIFESTYLE

The Lynchburg Fine Arts Center brings outstanding programs and instruction to the community. The
center houses two art galleries, a theater, two dance studios, and is home to the oldest continuous
theater group in the country. Each of the local colleges has its own arts program, most of which are
open to the community and regularly spotlight noted artists.

The Lynchburg Symphony offers a varied concert season each year and regularly features nationally
known performers. This is supplemented by the 1,500-member Community Concert Association that
each year brings several renowned groups to the city. The Virginia School of the Arts provides a
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
